Angel Igov
The Dickensian Paradox

The article The Dickensian Paradox studies the apparent discrepancy between a base
Dickensian concept of a city being an unknowable labyrinth inhabited by difference and
threat, and the reporter-like and cartographer-like preciseness employed to depict and
bring closer that same city. This optical peculiarity where the city has to be distanced
and defamiliarized at first in order to be then rendered knowable is called in the article
Dickensian paradox. The foundations of this method are followed in the traditional anti-
urban mentality of English culture and against the social history of London during the
Industrial Revolution. The working of the Dickensian paradox on the level of text is
demonstrated in case analyses of passages from the novels Oliver Twist and Bleak House.

Alexandra Antonova
The Work of Parody in Chavdar Mutafov’s Texts

The paper is based on the conviction that the avant-garde artist is a parodying artist and
his poetics is a destructive one. Chavdar Mutafov creates the decorative texture of his
stories as parodying and self-parodying at the same time. The decorative style is built
upon the synthesis of expression by parodying the language on several levels: the language
of art (linguistic parody), the language of culture (cultural parody), and the language of
different styles (style parody). Mutafov’s decorative style, being parody, mocks the language
expressive powers through the synthesis of the arts. But this synthesis in its turn is also an
object of parody - it is possible only as a purely mechanical juxtaposition of incompatible
elements. The paper traces other levels of parody as well, namely that of the character, and
that of the plot. The traditional character is depersonalized, and one can discern three types
of depersonalized characters: characters-marionettes, characters-ideas, and characters-
reflections. The third type turns the plot into an experience of the reflection and thus reveals
the mutual parodying of the character and the plot, the plot being created in the obsessive
efforts of the character to analyze himself.

Dimana Ivanova
On three “Sappho” poems

This text is a comparative study focusing on three poems in literary modernism, named
“Sappho”. The author of the first one is Czech decadent Jiri Karasek ze Lvovic; of the second



one, Bulgarian modernist Peyo Yavorov; and of the last one, French symbolist Paul Verlaine.
The text explores the stylizations of homosexuality by the lyrical subject of these poems
and, more precisely, its stylization through the feminine figure of Sappho. The stylization
is considered to be successful in the poem by Jiri Karasek ze Lvovic; less authentic in the
poem by Peyo Yavorov; and replaced by mere symbolization in the poem by Paul Verlaine.
Intertextuality is investigated on many levels — not only in the comparability of the three
stylizations of the lesbian figure, but also in comparing their connection to modernist
art (the aesthetics of secessionist style) and psychoanalysis (dream theories by Sigmund
Freud). The text is primarily a literary study - it does not explain the stylizations of the
literary subject through gender studies, relying, rather, on literary criticism and, more
specifically, on the theories of Czech Modernism historians Lubos Merhaut and Hana
Bednarikova.

Yordan Lutzkanov
Faces-Omens of Time and Faces Marked by Time: Introduction
into a Novel’s Symbolics

The paper deals with Dmitry Merezhkovsky’s novel Julian the Apostate. It investigates the
novel’s opening passages in terms of their potential to be an iconic designation of the novel’s
structural and symbolic whole (or to be perceived as such). I consider the text of this novel to
be a specimen of poetics, which intermingles pre-modern “rhetorical rationalism” and 20™
century modernism (symbolism proper), the first component being under closer inspection
here. Besides, the infiltration of ancient mythology and of philosophy of history issues in
the novel has also been investigated.

Galin Tihanov
Robert Musil in the Garden of Conservatism

This essay is a study of some previously unheeded conservative subtexts in Musil’s work,
mainly in Der Mann ohne Eigenschaften. In the first section I review the evidence for
Musil’s exposure to German conservatism, focusing afterward on the appropriation and
modification of some key conservative ideas in his novel. I address the residual conflict
between culture and civilization staged in Musil’s narrative, as well as Arnheim’s failed
attempts to reconcile these two realms. In the process, I discuss the question of anti-
Semitism and the way Musil deals with it in his novel. Furthermore, I analyze the recurring
motifs of decision and wholeness, relevant for the construction of both Arnheim’s
and Ulrich’s figures. I trace Musil's engagement with these two ideas of indisputably
conservative provenance and offer a reading of these motifs that uncovers unnoticed
allusions, references, and subtexts. This interpretative work is assisted and accompanied by
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excurses of varying length into the relevance of Carl Schmitt, Walther Rathenau, Werner
Sombart, and Othmar Spann for understanding Musil’s work as a writer and thinker in
Der Mann ohne Eigenschaften.

Kimura Saeko
Women’s Desire for Another Land - The Imagery of Tosotsu-ten 0jo
in Medieval Japan

This paper intends to suggest how and for what reasons an unusual women’s Tosotsu-ten
0jo (or the ascension to Tusita heaven) was imagined at one point in time in court circles
in medieval Japan, by analyzing the intersection of two sources: a picture and a story. I will
focus on the image of Fugen-jii-rasetsu-nyo (or Fugen and the ten rakshasa daughters), and
the way it is represented on a picture from the private collection of the Hinohara family.
This image, which combines the Buddhist deity Fugen and the ten rakshasa daughters,
is original to Japan and emerged in the late Heian period. The Hinohara version of the
image is particularly unusual in that the ten rdkshasa daughters wear Japanese clothes
and are represented as court women similar to those found in illustrated narrative scrolls
(monogatari e-maki). Since this image cannot be found in canonical Buddhist texts, I will
instead rely on a Japanese medieval court story called Wagami ni tadoru himegimi (or The
Princess in Search of Herself) in order to explain it. A well-known section of volume five of
The Lotus Sutra (Hokkeky6) describes a dragon girl’s ability to achieve Buddhahood, and
is thus regarded as an important indication of the possibility for women’s salvation. But
this same section also states that women never attain Buddhahood as they are because
they possess five inherent obstacles. The dragon girl had to be turn into a man for that
achievement. However, the story of The Princess in Search of Herself clearly indicates that at
least some court women looked to volume eight of The Lotus Sutra instead of volume five
for their salvation. The court story avoids the paradox of women’s salvation by adopting the
Tusita heaven as another land for the rebirth of women as women.

The Critical Philosophical School Fries - Nelson - Torbov
(On the Occasion of the 110th Anniversary of Tseko Torbov)

In the philosophical 20" century a distinctive school exists, characterized by a considerable
Bulgarian presence. Itis based on a very specific interpretation of the Kantian transcendental
system, elaborated by J. E Fries (1773 — 1844) and L. Nelson (1882 - 1927). Ts. Torbov is
remarkable for his incredible consistency in following the tradition of this school: from
1925, when he was Nelson’s assistant, until his death in 1987, all his research was conducted
in compliance with the principles and ideas of this school. It is exactly this line of thought,



which gives momentum to the intensive development of Kantianism in Bulgaria from the
60ies of the 20™ century until today.

Rousseau - le Cheval troyen des Lumiéres. Nature et répression

Lessai cherche la place clef de Rousseau dans le gros sujet cardinal de la Modernité, dans
cet aspect dont elle se déploiera au cours des XIX et XX siécles. On est examiné le rdle
de Rousseau pour son double caractére, sa instauration comme une cause essentiellement
aporétique.

Clest Rousseau qui, dans un plan historiquement productif, déhomogénéise le modéle
cartésien de la Modernité, en le confrontant dedans, dans ses propres parametres, par le
concept de la Nature en tant que perdue et pour cela une valeur idéale et rétrosituée qui doit
étre acquise de nouveau par le grand projet pédagogique des Lumieres. Une valeur qui sera
progressivement intramentalisée (intériorisée ?) et présituée en direction de l'arationnel
vers l'irrationnel.

Avec celale propre éthos de la Modernité est fatalement et pour toujours coupé en deux: dans
le coeur méme de 'impératif rationaliste est implantée I'idée de son propre “autre” comme
un élément de lui non pas seulement immanent, mais aussi constitutif. Cest justement le
réve de la valeur perdue de la Nature qui désormais simposera comme lessence méme de la
Culture; le télos intérieur des Lumiéres est le romantique.

On est examiné le proces historique concret de déploiement de cette aporie pendant les deux
siécles suivants au moyen de l'art romantique et post-romantique du modernisme - la naissance
de la sensibilité romantique et lart romantique a la fois comme une réflexion esthétique du
positivisme et pragmatisme bourgeois, de I'idée étatiste comme un “contrat social” et comme
leur négation radicale, comme une territoire libre de la nature “intérieure” du Moi.

Divine violence. A missing reading

The text focuses on the notion of “divine violence” suggested by Walter Benjamin and offers
some possible perspectives for its understanding. Divine violence simply wipes out without
posing any purpose; it is purely destructive but in the name of the living - what Zizek
calls “the excess of life”. According to Slavoj Zizek this violence is resistant to interpretation
in its manifestation. Reading Zizek nevertheless requires another, missing reading - one
focusing on Lacan, whose notions give a new framework and context for the understanding
of divine violence. Divine violence is a break-through and a destruction of the symbolic
order. Madness, ecstasy, a new language and the unhappy consciousness are some of its
phenomena.

Violence and identity. Identity through violence

The text claims that within the contemporary secular situation of the West one of the sources
of identity is the symbolic violence on The Other and the attempt to push him completely
out of the legitimating discourse. The collective identity crisis has as a result the tendency
to search for and to fix a certain Other that ought to be perceived as completely external
to the social space shared by the community. The framework of the paper is provided by
two excerpts: one from Zygmunt Bauman’s Postmodern Ethics, and the second one from
Norbert Bolz’s Consumerist Manifesto.

The Bulgarian Obituary, or the Debate on Traditionalism and Modernity

Thisarticle represents an attempt to problematise the Bulgarian attitude towards street posted
necrologs. It draws on popular internet debates on death posters, which pose questions
like: Is it appropriate to post posthumous plackards on the streets? Is it appropriate and
ethical to express pain and feelings in public places? Are necrologs a form of respect or a
form of hypocrisy, of concealing social and psychological problems? What side of Bulgarian
mentality is revealed by the necrologs?

The questions themselves and the way they are answered lead to the conclusion that, as
a whole, the contemporary attitude towards necrologs is rather contradictory. Posting
death anouncements is considered to be an authentic Bulgarian tradition expressing
specific national values and value attitudes; a “national” characteristic. At the same time,
posthumous posters are defined as “barbarian’, “primitive”, “ugly”, and “dirty”. Thus,
barbarity and backwardness turn out to be characteristics of the Bulgarian mentality rather
than of the necrologs.

The deeper problems of our own identity vis-a-vis contemporary European values,
perceived as “modern’, are revealed through the necrologs debate, which makes clear
that “modernity”, “European”, “life”, and “discretion” are a synonymous chain opposed to
“backwardness’, “Balkan (Bulgarian)”, “death’, and “exposing intimate feelings” The debate
about necrologs is a debate about our new identity.
