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KREMENA MITEVA
Violets

The text explores the figure of the violets in Dora Gabe’s first book of poems (Violets,
1908). For Dora Gabe, violets became the fateful flowers of “initiation - the trope for her
metamorphosis from a woman into a poet. In this analysis, Gabe’s violets are studied both in
the more familiar context of the Missal circle, and with a reference to the overlooked use of
violets in Yovkovs fiction and poetry

KAMELIA SPASOVA, MARIA KALINOVA
The Poem “Sleepwalker* and the Doppelgingers in Dora Gabe’s Poetics

The problem of the double in Dora Gabe’s poetics is discussed through Freud’s concept
of the uncanny, das Unheimliche, and through the appearance in the flesh of a hidden
fear, which this concept designates. Confining its procedures to the literary framework, the
analysis unravels the unstable and fascinating space where the problem of doubles is closely
related to questions pertaining to women and femininity. Doubling and reduplication in the
works of Gabe is brought out of miniscule gestures, gazes in mirror surfaces, hallucinations
and metamorphoses, dreams and memories, blending and fusion with objects. The
exemplary illustration of such figurations is the poem “Lunatichka (“Sleepwalker”) where
the sleepwalker finds her identity precisely under the sign of redoubling and transmutation:
in the excess of disseminations of the uncanny.

MIGLENA NIKOLCHINA
The Sea and the Cliff: Variations on a Theme in Dora Gabe’s Poetry

The study explores the repeated rendering, in Dore Gabe’s poetry, of the confrontation
between a cliff and the sea. Allegorically, metaphorically, and metonymically, this seascape
appears again and again in her works, from her first book Violets (1908) until as late as
Depths (1976), designating beauty, youth, and the impossibility of love as a horror that
coincides with the inception of poetry.

NEVENA PANOVA
Socrates ridens?

The paper explores the different situations of smiling and laughing in Platos dialogues.
A classification of these situations is suggested, distinguishing between ironic, friendly and
calming smiles, as well as between the use of the “smiling effect only as a part of the dialogue
frame and as a text detail with greater methodological and even strictly philosophical
importance. By discussing passages from the dialogues Symposium, Phaedo, Eutydemus,
Lysis and Ion, a conclusion is drawn, that Socrates, although laughing himself more seldom
than expected, is represented by Plato as always expecting the laugh reactions of the other
dialogue participants and as aware of their meaning for the development of the dialectical
investigation



GEORGI ILIEV
The Events around Socrates and Vlastos

The text is, on the one hand, a general commentary of the speech, which Gregory Vlastos,
professor in classical philosophy, delivered at the graduation ceremony in Classical and
Modern Languages and Literatures at the University of California at Berkeley in 1987; on the
other hand, it is an attempt at providing a broader philosophical context and at unmasking
the philosophical sense implied in the rhetoric of this public speech. Should philosophers deal
with politics? Are they allowed to have some “other occupation”, could they be committed to
anything else but wisdom? What are the common border-situations of intellectual life, when
must one really turn to action? Along with “Socrates and Vietnam”, which interprets these
aporias in its own specific perspective, the text refers to some other powerful opinions about
the social engagements of the intellectual, including views maintained by Kant, Hanna
Arendt, and Alain Badiou. A brief account of the ontology of the event demonstrates the
difference between mere interest in politics and true involvement.

IRENA KRISTEVA
Le désirer-voir a travers les mythes d’Actéon et de Narcisse

Le désirer-voir constitue un élément essentiel de [érotisme antique. Il se manifeste
tant dans la peinture de 'Antiquité que dans les mythes et les coutumes des Anciens. A la
différence de lattitude amoureuse de lhomme moderne, dans le monde ancien, la pulsion
scopique domine lobjet lui-méme. Cette pulsion peut étre déclenchée par lungoisse, leffroi, le
taedim vitae, lenvie dautoconnaissance, voire par la pulsion de mort. Les mythes dActéon
et de Narcisse peuvent étre utilisés en tant quexemples de trois types de regard qui éclairent
de trois cotés le désir de regarder, a savoir le regard désirant, le regard fascinant et le regard

fatal.

PATRICE CANIVEZ
La citoyenneté européenne

La notion de citoyenneté européenne est une notion problématique. Elle ne peut pas étre
pensée sur le modéle de la citoyenneté nationale. Je propose quelques réflexions d ce sujet en
utilisant la méthode suivante. Je vais reprendre trois points - le statut juridique, le sentiment
dappartenance, la participation politique — en contrastant la citoyenneté européenne et la
citoyenneté nationale, en examinant les points de comparaison et les différences entre les
deux formes de citoyenneté.

DIMITRI GINEV
Philosophieren im swedischen Kontext

Zusammenfassung: Die seit dem Ende der 1950er Jahre im Laufe der Jahrzehnte
gewachsene Kommentarliteratur zu den Werken Cassirers ist ein beredtes Zeugnis der
einzigartigen Stellung der Kulturphilosophie dieses Autors in der abendlindischen
Geistesgeschichte. Von grofler Bedeutung sind insbesondere die Kommentare zu den
schwedischen Jahren des Philosophen, da in dieser Zeitspanne ein bahnbrechender Ubergang
von epistemologisch und bewusstseinsphilosophisch orientierter Doktrin der symbolischen
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Formen zu einer hermeneutischen Metaphysik der Basisphdnomene menschlicher Existenz
zustande kam. Bezugnehmend auf das bedeutsame Buch von Jonas Hansson ¢ Svante
Nordin, Ernst Cassirer: The Swedish Years, befasst sich der Aufsatz mit diesem Ubergang,
indem der Autor Konsequenzen fiir das nachmetaphysische Denken zieht.

VLADIMIR THEOHAROV
Hope and Despair

The text interprets the permanent, immanent existential character of Christology,
as well as the fact that the deeds of Christ set the meaningful perspective of hope for the
human deeds. The deeds of Christ are the perspective from which our own deeds are to be
interpreted. Hence this principle of existential correlation opens the possibility of the reality
of hope. Because the deeds of Christ, being an existential perspective for our own deeds, give
meaning to our deeds, yet at the same time they define the boundaries of our deeds as well as
the transcending of these boundaries, and the hope for what will follow or come as a result.

DIMITAR VATSOV
The Temporal Turn in the Concept of Truth

This text offers a post-metaphysic concept of truth equally remote from the foundationalist
theories and as from the radical critical discrediting of the concept. Through a re-elaboration
of a key motive in Heidegger the paper demonstrates that every theory insisting on final
truths privileges the “past® (identity in itself) over the “present”. This relation is reversed
in something that might be called “temporal turn® partially displayed by different
contemporary theories (from James trough Wittgenstein and Heidegger to Quine and
Davidson). Inescapably in our practice the actual affirmation (the utterance we are uttering
now) immediately re-affirms or rejects the validity of every “past“ utterance. Thus the “past®
is not a truth-model of the “present”, but the other way round - the present, conceived
as actual, on-going affirmation, is the real truth-instance. This thesis is demonstrated and
specified trough critical re-elaboration of Tarski’s formula of T-equivalence thus solving the
Liar paradox as well. Finally the truth predication is an elementary practical operation: a
new actual re-affirmation of some “past* utterance or statement. Truth predication is hence
an elementary operation of stabilizing meanings.
